With this in mind, we are
hoping to install Audio Visual facilities
when we improve our Public Address
system. We are behind the times, and
if we want the school to use our
church, as their church in the future,
we must have the same facilities that
they can offer at school. Of course,
these facilities will also benefit us as a
church in many ways.

We are also hoping to encourage the
school to become involved with our
worship, particularly the Parade
service. I have also initiating with
Norma a Christian Union in the school
for the older children.

Our third GAP priority is to improve
the quality of our worship and
welcome – hence the new PA system,
which the PCC, on their Away Day
last October, all agreed was in urgent
need of an upgrade. We also
acknowledge that we can be a more
welcoming church and all of us need
to be more aware of newcomers in
our services and encourage them to

Another church year draws to an
end, heralded by our Annual

General Church Meeting after the
service on Palm Sunday-17 April. This
is a time to both reflect upon the past
year and look forward to the coming
year. Our restoration is almost
‘officially’ complete – Hallelujah! (upon
the return of the organ to its housing),
although there is still much work to
be done in the church (see my ‘Behind
The Scenes’ article). We will be
celebrating the completing of the
work later in the year with a special
concert given by our organists and the
choir – watch this space!

The GAP (Growth Action Plan)
initiative, introduced last year by
Chester Diocese, officially enters
GAP2. This would be an opportune
time to share with you all what are
priorities are for next year; two of
which are carried over, in modified
form, from last year.

Firstly completion of the restoration
was a GAP priority last year. This year
we continue this priority with an
ongoing maintenance programme. It is
hoped everyone who generously paid
into our restoration fund will continue
to pay into what will now become a
maintenance fund. The first major
action will be to replace the lounge

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At our March meeting we looked at
our Growth Action Plan which is
now in its second year. I have made
this the focus of my From The
Vicarage for this month. Needless to
say, what we hope to do in the
church will be largely controlled by
our financial situation. Although our
general fund, for the everyday
running of the church, is struggling
to hold up at present – it costs £1700
per week just to keep things ‘ticking
over,’ i.e. bills, insurance, parish
share - we have been very fortunate
in that our restoration fund has
about £10,000 in excess of the
monies needed to complete the
recent South Transept and Organ
restoration.

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Mothering Sunday
the Fourth Sunday in Lent

goes by a number of names including Refreshment Sunday, Laetare
Sunday (from a Latin text which is used in the liturgy for the day) as well
as Mothers' Day.

There are a number of theories
about the origin of "Mothering

Sunday". At one time, people -
especially those working away from
home - would worship at their
nearest parish church, but it was
thought important to return to their
home or 'mother' church once a year.
So each year in the middle of Lent,
they would visit their 'mother' church
- the main church or Cathedral of the
area.

Returning to the 'mother' church also
saw family reunions when children
who were working away returned
home. It was the return to the
'mother' church which led to the
tradition of children, especially those
working as domestic servants or as
apprentices, being given the day off to
visit their mother and family.

Refreshment Sunday marked the half-
way point of Lent and some relaxation
of the Lenten fast was permitted, the

tone was also lightened by the priest
exchanging purple, penitential
vestments for pink or rose coloured
ones to reflect the note of joy in the
exclamation: Laetare Jerusalem -
Rejoice, O Jerusalem which formed part
of the service.

Simnel cake which is associated with
Mothering Sunday is a fruit cake with
two layers of almond paste, one on
top and one in the middle. The cake is
made with 11 balls of marzipan icing
on top representing the 11 disciples -
Judas us not included.

Mothers' Day is really an American
festival which has been combined with
the traditional Mothering Sunday
celebration. In fact, in the USA and
many other countries, Mothers' Day is
held much later in the year, on the
second Sunday in May.

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well even in really warm weather.

Another technique that aids moisture
retention in the soil is keeping the top
cm. of soil loose by using a Dutch hoe
very lightly indeed. At the same time
any geminating weed seedlings are
destroyed, thus preventing them tak-
ing water and nutrients from the soil.
This loose surface layer is known as a
‘dry’ mulch because it helps to prevent
moisture evaporating from the soil
below.

Where a garden is purely ornamental,
say with herbaceous perennials and
shrubs, mulching in spring with part-
rotted stable manure, garden com-
post, straw etc. will help retain mois-
ture by preventing evaporation. As
these materials are organic, they will
enrich the soil as they decompose,
and if applied each spring will improve
the fertility on soil which can’t be dug
because of permanent planting. Always
apply them after decent rainfall be-
tween late March and the end of April.
All the permanent plants on the allot-
ment — fruit trees, fruit canes and
bushes, rhubarb and asparagus all get
this annual treatment.

That wonderful family of climbing
plants, clematis, have a tradition of
liking their roots in the shade and
their heads in the sun. The simplest
form of mulching for these could be a
piece of slate slightly raised off the
ground but shading the root area.
Generally however I would prefer to

use the organic mulches referred to
earlier. Either way they will benefit,
especially if planted against a wall fac-
ing any southerly point of the com-
pass.

The move against peat-based compost
continues and over the last few years
many peat-free composts have proved
problematical and inconsistent to say
the least. However, I note that the
March issue of Gardening Which in it’s
review of container composts, picks
out Arthur Bowers New Horizon Organic
and Peat Free Multi-Purpose Compost
and Westland Multi-Purpose Compost
with added John Innes as the two best
buys, the latter having 60% peat con-
tent.

Enjoy your April garden as spring un-
folds.

F r a n k
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I f you can cast your minds back to
last year, you may remember that

the months of April, May and June
were very dry with only 127mm (5
inches) of rain falling during the whole
thirteen weeks of this quarter. Inevita-
bly this led to a hosepipe ban in July,
by which time the rains returned aver-
aging nearly 127mm (5”) per month for
the remainder of the year. It is fairly
obvious that plants need water in the
growing season and to keep them
reasonably happy they need around
25mm (1 inch per week) throughout
the period from April to September.
Thus the shortfall from April to June
last year was just over 200mm (8
inches).

How can we ensure that plants won’t
suffer from such dry conditions? Here
are some tips to avoid having to waste
water at this time. On the allotment I
go a long way to avoid watering
(probably my least favourite garden
job anyway) by careful and thorough
soil preparation in autumn and winter.
This involves digging in large quantities
of manure at an absolute minimum
rate of one barrowload to 2 square
yards. One section each year also gets
the benefit of around 3 cubic metres
of compost from the three compost
heaps I have accumulated by autumn,
and this is in addition to the manure.
As a result the soil depth has in-

creased by about 30cms (1 foot) over
the last 35 years. Indeed, in the mid
70s, I put concrete paths either side of
our allotment which were 2 inches
higher than the soil level. Now these
paths are 10 inches below it! This an-
nual treatment has created (from the
original heavy clay) a rich, loamy soil
which holds lots of moisture, yet at
the same time is well-drained.

When it comes sowing and planting
out in warm dry conditions a simple
and very economical use of water is
possible. Seed drills of the required
depth are watered carefully so that
the base of the drill is thoroughly
soaked. Once the water has soaked in,
the seeds are sown and covered with
the dry surface soil. Germination is
rapid because the seeds are in contact
with the moist soil below. Many peo-
ple get poor germination by only wa-
tering after covering the seeds. This
water may not penetrate down to the
seeds, and, in combination with the
sun’s heat, results in a crust forming
on the soil surface which some seed-
lings find hard to break through.

With any plants which have been
grown in trays or, better still, in pots
always make sure they are thoroughly
watered a couple of hours before
planting. Then dig out the planting
holes to the required depth and width
enough to take the roots and fill each
hole with water, twice if necessary.
Once it has drained away get the
plants in and pull a little dry soil
around them. Particularly when plant-
ing out from pots, this works very
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C u r s i l l o
(pronounced ‘kur-see-
yo’) is a Spanish word
meaning ‘short
course.’ In the
Chester Diocese, this
course on being a

Of course,
there will also be other activities,
including acts of worship.

What is expected of the
partic ipants?

Just be open to what happens! Simply
take a fresh look at the Good News
of Jesus Christ.

This is a time of being in a Christian
Community. There is laughter and
there are sometimes tears. There are
quite times and there are noisy times.
Above all, this is a time to encounter
God’s grace, and His love embodied in
those around you – and a time truly
to experience the movement of the
Spirit.

The cost of the course is paid for by
previous participants, who simply
want others to have the Cursillo
experience. If you attend the course,
and have the same sentiments, and
want to support a participant on the
next course, the full cost is £150 per
participant (but you could pay part of
this amount).

The Traidcraft stall, selling Fairtrade produce is usually held in the Lounge after
the morning service on the second and fourth Sunday in the month.

Traidcraft, a charity founded in 1979, aims to ensure that producers in developing
countries can earn a decent living, develop new skills and provide for their families
without being exploited or having to rely on child labour to supplement their
incomes.

As well as selling Fairtrade goods, Traidcraft invests in skills development
programmes to allow workers to develop new skills ranging from bee keeping and
crop growing to block printing and jewellery design as well as learning how to run
a business. Producers are enabled to earn a decent wage, send their children to
school and pay for healthcare, housing and adequate food.
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The hymn is sung to a Swedish tune
which had been used to set the
original poem by Boberg in 1891.

In 2005, according to a BBC Songs of
Praise poll, this had become Britain’s
favourite hymn. The English version
of the hymn, and especially Elvis
Presley’s recording of it have been
credited by Swedish gospel singer, Per-
Eric Hallin as a major factor in the
revival of O Store Gud in Sweden.

Carols at the Vicarage

Now, those of you who sit near to me in
church any Sunday know that I do not
have a gift for singing – but nevertheless
I love to! This evening at the Vicarage
was lovely. A gathering in the lounge
with carol sheets and an opportunity to
sing lots of our favourite carols.

Norma was the Master of Ceremonies
and had a fun way of choosing different
groups of people to sing. So, for exam-
ple there was the chance for boys only,
girls only, those who were wearing
jumpers, those sitting on the floor, those
in the choir and so on.

We had refreshments including mulled
wine and mince pies and a great social
gathering to get us in the festive mood!
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Our hymn book, Mission Praise
tells us that this hymn was

translated from the Russian, but, while
this is true, the hymn is actually
Swedish in origin.

The poem on
which the hymn is
based was written
by Carl Boberg, an
evangelist,
journalist and
member of the
Swedish
parliament. After
experiencing an

evangelical conversion when he was
19, he returned to his native town of
Monsteras to work as a preacher.

Boberg gave this account of the
inspiration behind his poem:

“ I t  was  t h a t t ime o f  y ea r  when
ever y t h i n g  s eemed  t o  b e  i n  i t s
r i c h es t  co l ou r i n g ; t he b i r d s
were  s i n g i n g……It  wa s  v e r y
wa rm; a  t hunder s t o rm
appea red  on  th e  ho r i zon  and
soon  t hunder  and  l i gh t n i ng .
W e  had  t o  hu r r y  t o  sh e l t e r . Bu t
t h e s t o rm wa s  soon o ve r  and
t h e  c l ea r  s ky  appea red .

When  I  came home I  opened
my  w indow t owa rd s  th e  s ea .
[ t h rou gh  th e  w i ndow came t h e
sound  o f  chu rch  b e l l s ]  Tha t

even i n g , I  w ro t e  t h e  s on g ,O
Store Gud ” .

The poem was set to music in 1891
and appeared in a number of Swedish
hymn books and an English version
was published in 1925 but never
caught on.

In 1912 a Russian version by Ivan
Prokhanoff appeared, itself probably a
translation of a German version of the
hymn. Stuart Hine, a missionary in
Russia was impressed by the hymn
when he heard it sung in the western
Ukraine. Eventually Hine translated
the first three verses while on
evangelistic work on the borders of
Russia and Romania – an area which
provided some of the imagery used in
the second verse, e.g. “…When I look
down from lofty mountain grandeur….”.

Hine added a fourth verse in 1948
after he had returned to Britain and at
a time when refugees from Eastern
Europe were arriving in Britain.
Hine’s verse deals with the longing for
home felt by the displaced, but offers
the hope that Christ will come “and
take me home”.

Hine’s Russian and English versions of
the hymn were published in a gospel
magazine in 1949 and its popularity
grew in both Britain and the USA
when it was used in Billy Graham’s
evangelical crusades.
